# 4:   Tell a story or recount an experience with appropriate facts and relevant, 
descriptive details, speaking audibly in coherent sentences. 

 
Supplies: Paper, pencils, art supplies, computers, old magazines 

 
 
Activity #1:  Talk about the different theories on why they dinosaurs became extinct. Divide 
the students into groups and have each group choose a theory. Each group can research their 
theory and present their findings to the class.  
Optional: Direct students to Earth Science Explorer’s Dinosaur Floor (found via the Tulsa City 
County Library Kids webpage under Learn and Explore – Science and Math - complete 
website list). 
Optional: Have students create a powerpoint slideshow, a posterboard display, or create props 
to further explain their findings. 
 
Activity #2: 
Talk about the importance of listening. Have students write a short essay about a time 
someone listened to them and why it was important. Students can choose to share their essay 
with the class. 
 
Activity #3: 
Give students copies of a picture of Edwina’s purse. Have students brainstorm about items 
Edwina might carry in her purse and why. The students can draw pictures or cut pictures out 
of magazines and glue them to the purse picture. Students can describe their items and 
explain why Edwina would carry them in her purse. 
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
